assistance process: pre-award, award, and post-award.  These phases can be further segmented as 

identified and discussed/covered in the Department of Energy Guide to Financial Assistance, A 

Guide to the Award and Administration of Financial Assistance issued and maintained by the 

DOE Office of Procurement and Assistance Policy, Office of Procurement and Assistance 

Management. This guide is a reference document providing a compilation of non-regulatory 

information and guidance related to implementation of existing statutory and regulatory 

requirements.  Regulatory requirements are contained in the DOE Financial Assistance Rules 

and applicable program rules.

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Term Definition 

Application A written request for financial assistance. 

Award A written document executed by a DOE Contracting Officer, after an 

application is approved, which contains the terms and conditions for 

providing financial assistance to the recipient. 

 

Funding Opportunity 

Announcement (FOA) 

A document which requests the submission of applications for 

financial assistance and which describes program objectives, 

recipient and project eligibility requirements, desired performance 

activity, evaluation criteria, award terms and conditions, and other 

relevant information about the financial assistance opportunity. 

  

Merit Review A thorough, consistent, and objective examination of applications 

based on pre-established criteria by persons who are independent of 

those submitting the application and who are knowledgeable in the 

field of endeavor for which support is requested. 

Unsolicited Proposal A written request for U.S. Department of Energy support of a project 

which is submitted without a solicitation made by the Department of 

Energy.
