Labeling and Printing Sample Results After a EAS Sample Run

1. Check to make sure the results look normal.

2. Click on the Eclpise.mdb icon (second from bottom on the MS Office toolbar) and then hold down the shift key while it is opening.  Access should open up in ‘Table’ format.

3. Double click on the “Sample Aliquot” icon.

4. Scroll to the bottom, until you see the last set of Th230 and Tc99 runs.

5. Scroll until the last Th-230 is the first line you can see.

6. Scroll to the right, until you can see “Analyst”, “Technician”, etc.

7. On the first two line and the next to the last line, click on the down arrow and choose N/A for Lab Analyst, and your name for the other two titles.

8. Close down Access (Top Right X).

9. In the “Environmental Air Samples” count window in ‘Eclipse’, double click on the sample label for planchette # 3.

10. Type in ‘Background’ for the sample label and click on the down arrow for sample type and choose ‘Blank’.  All of the other samples should decrease in value.

11. Double click on all of the other samples and type in their appropriate sample label and leave the sample type as ‘Unknown’.

12. Click on the ‘Save’ button at the top of ‘Eclipse’.

13. Repeat steps 9 through 12 for the “Replicate Count” Window.

14. Click on each count window, one at a time, and hit the print button at the top of ‘Eclipse’.  Call 66135 to make sure the printer and computer are on, and there is paper in the tray.
