Removing Samples After a EAS Sample Run

1. Put the Tennelec in the Manual Mode.

2. Use the advance button to get to planchette number 4.

3. Open up the plastic cup for sample number 4.

4. Lift up the right hand planchette stack to expose planchette number 11, in Group “D”.

1. Remove the sample from planchette number 11, and place it in the plastic jar for sample #4 (De Soto EAS).  Use tweezers please.

5. Remove the sample currently in planchette number 4 and place it into planchette number 11, to replace the one just removed (This is for the “Replicate Count”).

2. Advance the samples one at a time and place them in the appropriate plastic jar (planchettes 5 through 9).

Loading a New Set of Samples for Counting

3. Line the plastic sample holders  up in order, on the workbench.

4. If you are doing this right after unloading, then load them in reverse order while using the restack/halt buttons in the manual mode.

5. Disassemble the sample holders on the workbench one at a time.  Make sure to keep the same holder, ring, and cover together.

6. When the filter is free, place it in the appropriate planchette.

7. Restack the entire sample set and sources.

8. If you have not cold booted lately, do it now.

9. Shut down the computer.

10. Wait 15 seconds and then turn it back on.

11. The BIOS password is ‘ssn711’.

12. When prompted, enter your user name and password.

13. Start ‘Eclipse’ (Bottom-most button on the MS Office toolbar).

14. Hit the “GO” button.

15. For Group ‘A’ select the “Th-230 100 Min Eff Run” procedure and hit OK.

16. Hit the “NEW” button, then hit the “GO” button again.

17. For Group ‘B’, choose the appropriate procedure (see labels sheet).

18. Repeat steps 14 and 15 for Groups C, D, and E.

19. Hit the Tile option under the “Window” menu.

20. Double click on the sample number in the Th-230 box

21. Type in the sample removed date

22. Hit OK
23. Hit the minimize button.

24. Put the “Counting in Progress” card on the keyboard.
