ETEC Site Tour Information 

In advance of January 14, 2014

If you do not have a TLD or cannot bring the one you have, please complete, and if possible, return the form in the e-mail note attached (OLSD Issue Form and instructions; form upgrade and edit to instructions). If you cannot return the form before January 13 (email it to  earl.l.sorrels@boeing.com) please complete it and bring it with you.

As part of the procedure to be admitted to the Radioactive Material Handling Facility (RMHF), a review of the attached “Escort Access” form is required.   An HP will be available to answer any questions you may have about this form, and you will be requested to sign that you have reviewed it prior to entering the facility.

Important OLSD Form information:

1. The last 4 of the SSN will do if uncomfortable about using the whole number.
2. Under the WILL YOU BE: section all are answered NO.
3. For the current year list exposure received (if known) ONLY if currently being monitored; otherwise zero.
4. Back page - The back page exposure history applies only to new Boeing radiation workers and is not applicable to visitors.
5. Please be sure to sign and date your form. 

PPE

TLD’s can be put in your carry-on baggage with little impact.   It is not recommended that you put them in your checked baggage  If you do not have one, we will provide one.   

Access

Participants are required to be able to show a government-issued Passport or a Driver’s License with a photo to the Security personnel in exchange for a site badge.   

Communications 

For the most part, only Sprint cell service is available on the site.   In a few areas, you can pick up some Verizon and some AT&T. However, should participants need to leave a local phone number to be contacted; they can use 818-466-8800.







Note about GPS systems: 

Most don’t recognize the address.  

If you use “Google Maps” and put in “Facility Road, CA,”  you will get to the front gate.

If you use “Mapquest” and put in 5800 Woolsey Canyon Road, it will take you to the intersection of Valley Circle Blvd and Woolsey Canyon.  At that point, turn up Woolsey and go all the way to the end of the road – guard gate is on the left.

If you use a GPS on your phone, most will get you somewhere along Woolsey Canyon.   The important point is to keep going up the road until it ends.

Personal Protection Equipment (PPE)

There is not a large supply of PPE on site any longer, so participants are requested to bring their own hard hats, safety glasses, and flashlights.   In addition, participants are reminded to not wear shorts and to wear sturdy, closed-toe, flat shoes suitable for walking on uneven surfaces.  Please show up with shoes that are not open toe, prefer shoes that are work friendly. Sunscreen may also be necessary due to the necessary amount of walking outside for the site tour.    

Parking and Badging

Participants shall park at the front gate of the SSFL; the guards will be able to point you to the correct parking lot.  The badging will be done in the parking lot (badges printed in advance) and then participants will get on the designated bus to come to Building 450 since the Lower Parking lot will not accommodate everyone.

Site Safety Logistics and Required Paperwork

A site safety briefing will be given to all participants prior to the site tour which includes a “rad video.”  Boeing must arrange for all participants to get TLD’s (unless participants have brought their own – which would be Boeing’s preference).      Attached is a form that needs to be completed in advance by participants that do not have their own TLD’s.  Participants should bring the completed form with them to the briefing.
Participants will also need to review the “Controlled Work Permit” form and check off their name on a visitor log to enter the RMHF --- we can accomplish this in the Trailer B Conference room after the briefing.   Attached is the controlled work permit in for participants’ review advance.

Cameras

Participants will be permitted to take pictures during the site tour of DOE facilities only.  DOE requests that pictures are limited to the DOE facilities and land associated with this RTP.
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Getting from place to place

Due to the volume of expected participants, there will be more walking during the site tour instead of loading and unloading everyone on the bus.  We will be walking between some of the locations such as from 24 to 19 to 57 and then to SPTF.  Participants are again reminded to wear sturdy, comfortable walking shoes.  Steel-toed footwear is not required.

Accommodations

Participants will be encouraged to use the restroom at 450 before they board the bus since the only facilities in Area IV are the two CDM portable restrooms.  However, there is a bathroom on the bus, too.
